Biographical / Historical
Emma Waleska Schneeloch Bacon (1862-1925) and Emilie Auguste Schneeloch Busse (b. 1868) were sisters 
from New Haven, Connecticut who became popular singers. Emma was a contralto, and Emilie a soprano. 
They frequently sang duets, but they were best known as members of a vocal quartet associated with 
Patrick Gilmore's band. The Schneeloch sisters made two national concert tours with Gilmore's band.

Scope and Contents
The Schneeloch Family Papers document the careers of Emma Schneeloch Bacon and Emilie Schneeloch 
Busse. The Papers include diaries, letters, programs, photographs, and newspaper clippings.
