Karen Halverson is a documentary landscape photographer. Born in Syracuse, New York, Halverson 
received a Bachelor of Arts from Stanford University and Masters of Arts from Brandeis University and 
Columbia University. In 1975, she made her first photographic project, which documented the Garment 
District in New York City. Much of her work documents the tension between the natural and cultural 
landscapes of the American West. She is the author of Downstream: Encounters with the Colorado River
(University of California Press, 2008), which retraces the route of John Wesley Powell's expeditions and 
explores what contemporary Americans have made of the waterway.
